A Critical Survey of the Hadith concerning '""Fadl Hub al-Nisa"
from Bihar al-Anwar

Translation, Bibliography, Rijal, and Finding Refrence Sources

This article aims to review the narrations of "Fadl Hub al-Nisa" from
Bihar al-Anwar; Because among them there is a narration that is not
compatible with some of our principles in terms of text, document or
meaning and concept. In this article, in order to obtain the authenticity of
these hadiths, several methods have been used, which include : 1. Obtaining
the correct translation of the narration ; 2. Checking the validity of the book
from which the narration is quoted; 3. Examining the narrative document ;
4. Finding hadith in other sources of hadith ; 5. Scholars of hadith narrators ;
6. Criticism of the hadith to ensure its authenticity and conformity with
reason . In this article, according to the review of fifteen narrations about the
above-mentioned chapters and practices, we can see that some of the hadiths
are weak and unreliable, and some of them are not mentioned in other
reliable sources.

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The Meanings of the Letter ""ba" in the Holy Qur'an and Its

Function in Understanding the Verses

Arabic prepositions (huruf jarr), as one of the types of meaningful letters,
are specific to nouns in terms of function. One of the most widely used
letters is the Arabic preposition "ba" which has many meanings in a
sentence. The present study deals with the meanings of the preposition "ba"
and its importance in understanding the verses accurately. First, the
meanings of "ba" are briefly explained, and then the Qur'anic evidence of
this letter is mentioned. For this purpose, using the interpretations and
grammar books of the Qur'an, the Qur'anic evidences of this letter are
extracted and their disagreements are also presented. In the following, while
summarizing the statements of grammarians and commentators, the
examples of these meanings in the holy verses of the Qur'an have been
examined and explained in order to understand the verses correctly. This
letter is used in 13 meanings in the Qur'an: ilsaq (attachment), tadiya
(extension), sababiyya (causality), istiana (assistance), ghaya (goal),
mogabila  (confrontation), mosahiba  (companionship), mojawiza
(permission), istila (transcendence), zarfiya (adverb), haliyeh (Malabiseh),
gasam (oath), zaida (superfluous). In many cases, commentators have
differed in expressing these meanings .
