After examining the
differences in the recitation of verse 89 of Surah Mubarakah Ma'idah,
the author of the present paper examines and considers the way these
differences affect and the final rulings extracted from each of them,
along with the relevant arguments. Among the three views regarding
differences in the reading of Ayah Yamin, two views can be
considered as having independent jurisprudential effect, and one view
cannot.

It has been discussed that the
worldly values are not real and lasting values and they are the
otherworldly values that are lasting, which with these attributes and
comparison, encourages the audience to faith and charity.
