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Ways of Knowing Prophets in Imami and Ismaili Thought

Knowing prophets is one of the fundamental issues in theology that has been
considered in various Islamic schools, especially the Imamiyyah and the Ismailiyyah.
This study, with a comparative approach, examines the criteria for recognizing prophets
in these two schools. The Imamiyyah emphasizes miracles, the text of the previous
prophet, non-contradiction with reason, the conduct and ethics of the prophets, while the
Ismailiyyah considers revelation, wisdom , knowledge , miracles, and non-contradiction
with reason as the basic criteria for recognizing prophethood . This study shows that both
schools, while accepting the necessity of the existence of prophets, place special
emphasis on the compatibility of prophecy with reason. The difference in the approaches
of these two schools stems from their theological and interpretive foundations, which
have led to the formation of distinct perspectives on recognizing prophets. Utilizing
authentic theological sources, the author of the present paper attempts to clarify these
criteria, strengthen the comparative discourse between Islamic sects, and explain the
place of reason in recognizing prophethood.

This concept is often stated in narrations as "al-Mu'min hulw"
or "al-Mu'min adhib"; considering the concept of sweetness that comes to mind as a taste
and since there are numerous narrations in this regard, the question arises as to what is
meant by the sweetness of a believer? Is the sweetness of a believer a physical matter or
is there another meaning to it? In order to answer this question, the present study, relying
on narrative texts, has collected information in a descriptive-analytical manner based on
a research study. To achieve the answer, by applying the methods of figh al-hadith
(hadith copmrehension), including the formation of a family of hadiths and subsequently
examining the text and chain of transmission of various hadiths with this theme, the
following result was achieved: the meaning of the sweetness of the believer is an
metaphorical concept in the sense that a believer loves and does only good and beautiful
deeds. Thus, the sweetness and sweetness of the believer is not a physical matter, but
refers to the character and behavior of the believer .

(Case Study: Study and Analysis of Manuscripts of the Book of al-Ghaybah by Sheikh Tusi)

The present proposal (detailed doctoral proposal) is an example of a field study method
for examining manuscripts and library research, by analyzing the formal information of the
manuscripts and some of the content available in the manuscripts and related books on the
subject, which is presented for the familiarization of doctoral students in the fields of Quran
and Hadith; and it is also intended to address the issue of "Investigating and analyzing the
manuscripts of the book of al-Ghaybah by Sheikh Tusi". Muhammad bin Hassan Tusi (d.
460 AH) was one of the outstanding students of Sheikh Mufid (d. 413 AH) and Sayyid
Murtaza (d. 436 AH) and was skilled in all the Shiite jurisprudential, usul, kalam, exegesis,
hadith and rijal arts. One of Sheikh Tusi's most important works is ‘the book of al-
Ghaybah’; It is about the occultation of the twelfth Imam of the Shiites (born in 869 AD),
and is one of the most important current sources on the issue of Mahdism among the
Twelver Imami Shiites. So far, independent and coordinated research on all the
manuscripts of the occultation and its study has not been carried out. Therefore, it is now
necessary for the book of the Occultation attributed to Sheikh Tusi to be examined and
analyzed in its manuscripts; and all the manuscripts to be cataloged genealogically anew,
and analyzed in one place and at the same time, in order to answer these questions: 1- How
many and what are the manuscripts of the Occultation of Tusi and what are they like? 2-
Do the manuscripts of the Occultation of Sheikh Tusi have important differences from each
other that can be separated and analyzed specifically; and what are these differences? 3-
Will the genealogy of the existing manuscripts of the Occultation indicate other original
manuscripts for this book? 4- What statistical information can be provided about the
“formal information”, “geography of writing and transmission”, “age and authenticity” of
the manuscripts of the Occultation of Sheikh Tusi?
